Merchants Split With Archrival Seattle Studs, Move into Second Place in the Pacific International League!

In yesterday’s action down at the University of Puget Sound field, the Merchants split a double header with the league-leading Seattle Studs. Everett won game one by a 3-2 margin before faltering in the second contest 7-5.

In the opener, starter Ben Panther again pitched like a tiger, giving the Merchants a solid 4 innings – allowing just an earned run on 5 hits, 2 strikeouts and three walks. Cole Akins and Russ Petrick (just added to the roster after being released a few weeks ago by the Baltimore Orioles organization) effectively closed out the game. 

Everett put up three runs in the fifth to provide all the offense the pitching trio needed: After an out Jeff Arkell (who had just joined the club after his Western Oregon classes let out on Friday) stroked an infield hit.  Lead off man Ben Thielsen walked. On a ground out the two runners advanced to second and third. After wild pitches let Arkell and Thielsen touch home, the Studs inserted Taylor Thompson (from UPS) on the mound. Clean up batter Will Campbell prompted powered a run-scoring, game-winning hit up the middle and off the glove of the diving second baseman.

In game two, the Merchants broke out on top early, as Benny Lanier and Nate Santiago belted RBI singles over the third baseman. But some spotty pitching and solid Stud hits put Seattle back on top 6-3 after 5, and the Merchants were unable to recover.

In the 4 games played thus far with the Studs, the run differential is only 3. But Seattle has a 3-1 record to show for it. Everett still has 3 remaining regular season showdowns with Seattle, starting this Thursday at 5:30 pm at UPS. So these raging battles for first place will continue!
